Doctrine of Angelology

I. Definition of Angelology

Angelology is the branch of systematic theology that studies angels—their nature, purpose, hierarchy, and activities. It examines how

angels function as created spiritual beings who serve God and interact with humanity according to Scripture.
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I1. Introduction to Angelology

According to Christian theology, angels are:

1. Created beings (Colossians 1:16), distinct from God and humans.
2. Servants of God who worship Him and carry out His commands (Psalm 103:20).
3. Agents in redemption history, especially in announcing Christ’s birth, guiding prophets, and protecting believers.
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II1. Key Aspects of Angelology

1. Nature of Angels

e  Spiritual beings who can appear in human form (Genesis 19:1-3).
e  Powerful and numerous; described as “myriads” (Daniel 7:10).

e  They continually praise God (Psalm 148:2).
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2. Roles of Angels

A. Worship and Service

Angels praise God and serve His throne (Isaiah 6:2-3).
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B. Messengers of God

Angels communicate God’s plans (Luke 1:26-38).
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C. Protectors and Helpers

Angels guard believers (Psalm 91:11).
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D. Execution of Judgment

Angels execute divine judgment (2 Kings 19:35).
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3. Types of Angels
Archangels — Michael (protector), Gabriel (messenger).
2. Cherubim — guardians of holiness (Genesis 3:24).
3. Seraphim — worship around God’s throne (Isaiah 6:2-3).
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4. Fallen Angels (Demons)

U Some angels rebelled with Satan (Revelation 12:7-9).
o They oppose God and tempt humans (Ephesians 6:12).
o God has already judged them (2 Peter 2:4).
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IV. Application for Christians

1. Awareness and Dependence

Angels work in the unseen realm, but believers should depend on God, not angels.
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2. Focus on God, Not Angels
Do not worship angels (Revelation 19:10).
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3. Spiritual Warfare

Demons are active; believers must resist through Christ (James 4:7).
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V. Misconceptions About Angels

Here are key misunderstandings corrected biblically.

1. Angels are harmless, cute beings

They are powerful and fearsome (Matthew 28:2-4).

2. Angels are genderless



Referred with masculine pronouns, though they do not marry (Matthew 22:30).
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3. We can worship or pray to angels

Only God deserves worship (Revelation 22:8-9).
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4. Everyone has one guardian angel

Angels protect believers, but one-per-person is not clearly taught.
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5. Angels and demons are the same

Most angels are holy; demons are fallen.
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6. Angels appear only in OT

Angels appear frequently in NT too.

7. We can summon angels

Only God commands angels (Psalm 103:20).
